Gibb 101 - FAQs

PRE & POST GIBB CAMPING / ACCOMMODATION

BROOME  –  Cable Beach Club Resort & Spa, Cable Beach Caravan Park,
Town Beach Caravan Park…….plenty of options

DERBY – Spinifex Hotel, Boab Hotel or Entrance Caravan Park

KUNUNURRA  - Discovery Caravan Park, The Grande, Lakeside Caravan
Park, Lake Argyle Resort......plenty of options here too

 

LUNCHES

Lunches for the first day (Sunday) are given to the teams at the end of the
Safety Briefing at the Spinifex Hotel on Saturday night. Thereafter, one or more
of the team can come up following breakfast service and collect their lunches
that will consist of tinned tuna and/or deli meats, flat bread, a salad box
(lettuce, tomato, salad dressing, cucumber), fresh fruit, muesli bars or left over
pasta if that’s your thing? You will need an esky or car fridge to keep the
lunches fresh. There are no designated lunch stops – you eat between your
team's transitions on the road. 

 

SUPPORT VEHICLE/S

Stay behind the team’s rider to increase their visual signature and provide
rearward protection from faster moving non-Gibbster traffic. Teams tend to
send riders out for a designated time (30 minutes?) or distance (10
kilometres?). Once the time or distance has been achieved, the rider pulls up
on the side of the road and the support vehicle stops behind them. Swap riders
and go again. Transitions can be a little clumsy at first, but they'll become slick
soon enough. It’s okay to send the fresh rider away without the support
vehicle……..unless they’re Cadel Evans, you’ll catch them soon enough once the
first rider’s bike is loaded. DUALISTS   might consider 25-30 kilometre
transitions to give one another sufficient time to recover, rehydrate and refuel
between rides. 

 

EL QUESTRO FRIDAY

Only the cooked breakfast is included on Friday morning. There are plenty of
great lunch and dinner options at ELQ's Cantina, Steakhouse or Emma Gorge
– all thoroughly recommended. You're on your own to rest & recover.

 

KIMBERLEY ALCOHOL RESTRICTIONS

There are alcohol restrictions throughout the Kimberley. You’re certainly
allowed to bring your own (it’s encouraged – at least by me) and forward
planning is key. Kimberley towns all have daily restricted sales. If you leave it
until the last day, you’re going to be stuck with that day’s limit. Spread the joy
over a couple of days to properly prepare your refreshments. If you drive up it
won’t be a problem – our camper is already stocked and the beers are chilling.
If you fly up, you’re limited to those daily purchase amounts. 

 

IT’S NOT A RACE

The Gibb Challenge is a socially competitive team relay cycling event raising
community awareness and funds for the Kyle Andrews Foundation. Okay,
there’s a start line each morning and a finish line………and anyone in front of
you is fair game to be caught, passed and spat off your rear wheel……………but
it’s not a race.

Compulsory Team Registrations open at 1600 hours (4:00pm).

Just one member of the team is required to collect your team's registration
pack that'll be chockers full of rider's  jerseys, supporter's tees, personalised
race bibs (not that it's a race...), support vehicle stickers, any extra merch you
ordered and adventure passports. 

Your team's first aid kit will be inspected. Make sure you've got a decent one
and not just a busted arse lunch box with a couple of bandaids and an
aspirin. If your team mate comes a cropper, they'll need some decent first aid
before the Gibbulance arrives.  

Compulsory Safety Briefing at 1800 hours (6:00pm).

DAY 1 : Derby to Imintji Campgrounds

 

The Gibb Challenge stumbled upon the warm hospitality of Imintji Community
several years ago when a late wet season threw our planned overnight camp at
Bell's Gorge into disarray.

We found ourselves camped in the forecourt of their community store, up
driveways, on bush tracks, along fence lines, under the fuel storage tanks and
just about every other spare inch of ground available!

Since then and under the steady stewardship of tall Texan John Bennett, the
community have developed a purpose-built campground that not only serves as
our perfect respite on DAY ONE, it provides the community with a valuable
tourist asset that creates valuable skills and generational employment. It also
allows Imintji Mob to showcase their vibrant Ngarinyin culture through art,
dance, story telling and tours.

Imintji Campgrounds are  dominated by the Wunaamin Miliwundi Ranges,
forming a stunning backdrop, but also feature some welcome amenities like hot
showers, fresh water and even flushing toilets.

We'll still  set up a few of the   'Jimmy's Thunderboxes' so Gibb Virgins
can  appreciate the upgrades and Gibb Veterans can hone their rodeo
skills............

If you're wandering what the first day's ride entails - yeah you read that right
on the topographical map. It's 228 kilometres on the first day! Small
consolation that half that distance is bitumen.........right up until the hills start. 

 

DAY 2 : Imintji to Mount Elizabeth

Day Two is a doddle by comparison to the 238 kilometre flog fest of the first
day. It's still a big day in the saddle so don't be thinking 116 kilometres is
hardly worth rolling out of your swag for........truth be  told, that first contact
with the saddle in the morning is a whole new level of nasty. 

Veteran Gibbsters will quickly fall into the rhythm of The Gibb; stupid o'clock
the gennies get a kick in the guts; Oh six hundred - breakfast; seven bells -
lunch service; seven thirty - safety briefing and; eight in the AM - Group A
(Soloists & Dualists) START.

Groups B, C and D are set off at twenty minute intervals to reduce our event's
traffic footprint and enhance participant safety.

If we're super lucky, dingo song will be our bush lullaby.

Special shout out to our new venue hosts Fiona and Mark - hope you're safe
and well through another epic wet season. Please put some scones aside for the
dusty peloton in 2024.

 

DAY 4 : Ellenbrae to Home Valley Station

This stage is my absolute favouritist (calling it - real word) favourite of all the
daily stages.
